
MS Traffic Fatalities by Federal FY Tutorial

Here is a brief set of instructions for the Traffic Fatalities by Federal Fiscal Year (Oct. 1- Sept 30) for FY10, FY11, and FY12. First you will need to have your agency code for your particular agency. A listing of the agency codes is also provided on the excel spreadsheet listed as agency codes. Look at the bottom tab and you will see Sheriff, Police and Other (MHP and all other agencies to include Universities). For the county code use the last two digits of the Sheriff Agency code. 
Once the agency code is found click on the Traffic Fatalities by Federal FY spreadsheet for a particular year. This is the statewide listing of all fatalities during that fiscal year.

You will see the top line has the code sections as follows.

If you are wanting to view all fatalities that happened in a particular county click on the co header box then click on the Sort & Filter icon on the top right of your screen and select sort A-Z ( if message comes up to expand the selection click yes). Scroll down to the county code for your particular county. This will give you all the fatalities that occurred in that particular county which will include Sheriff, MHP, Municipalities, and all other agencies that reported that fatality. (This will mainly only be used by outreach projects for their research of problem identification.) 
If you are wanting to view all fatalities that happened a particular agency (such as city) click on the agency header box then click on Sort & Filter icon on the top right of your screen, select sort A-Z ( if message comes up to expand the selection click yes). This will give you the fatalities that a particular agency worked. (Law Enforcement Agencies are to use their own data from there on agency.)
Once you have selected your particular agency or county you can then count the other elements as listed in the header. Breakdown explanation of the header codes are as follows:
