MAHSL MEETING
August 17, 2012-10:00 a.m.
Meeting was called to Order by Chairman, Kay Brodbeck at 10:00 a.m.
Everyone was asked to sign in for attendance of the meeting.
Minutes from previous meeting were submitted via email prior to meeting.  Motion to Accept the Minutes as written, there were no revisions to the Minutes. Motion was moved and Seconded. Motion passed by unanimous votes from the MAHSL group. Motion was Carried.
Member registration forms were passed out. Everyone was asked to submit forms at the end of the meeting, so that all information could be included in a Directory.

Member of the Office of Highway Safety and Chairman, Kay Brodbeck met earlier in the month to discuss the Nominating Committee. The FY13 Nominating Committee will be asked to serve and help select the positions of office for the FY14 year. Two persons will be selected by the Chairperson, 2 members will be selected by the MAHSL members and one member will be selected by the Executive Director. There was a distribution of ballots given out to the MAHSL membership to help select the FY13 chairpersons for the MAHSL leadership. See ballot attached.
Twyla Jennings gave a report from the FY13 Nominating Committee for selection into the FY13 Board.

Members of MAHSL were asked to vote on the ballots. 
BJ Gaye and Agnes Willis collected ballots and tallied the votes.
Director, Shirley Thomas from Mississippi Office of Highway Safety (MOHS) gave a report on the Plans and Priorities of MOHS. Shirley gave the date of October 1, 2012 that the MOHS grants for FY13 would begin. 
Shirley announced that the staff of MOHS has increased through promotions and acquiring new staff to add into grant programs.

Contracts for the FY13 grant year would be mailed and emailed out today for distributions to the sub-grantees on the awards and details for their grants. All programs that applied have been funded and MOHS will be concentrating not only on enforcement, but also a huge emphasis on outreach.
MOHS will be working on a Judicial Liaison to work with law enforcement and the courts to get better results on convictions.
Shirley gave report that the Congress has been re-authorized highway safety funds with the re-authorization bill MAP-21, “Moving Ahead for Progress in the 21st Century”. Reauthorization was signed by President Obama on July 6, 2012 and authorizes funding for FY13 and FY14. Increases funding and combines some of the funding into just 2 different funding sources 402 and 405. Funding for 405 will combine most of the efforts for MOHS. Shirley did mention that data will play a huge role in the selection of projects for the coming year and will continue to be a huge determining factor in the selection of projects and funding. More information will follow as it becomes available.
Shirley also mentioned that grant application will be going out sooner next year, to coincide with the new federal guidelines and due dates that are being put forth by Congress. Shirley encouraged sub-grantees to really begin to look at their data and the collection of data in the coming year.
Twyla Jennings with MOHS spoke about the upcoming blitz period of Drive Sober or Get Pulled over, which begins today and will continue through September 3. Gave out a handout, see attached of the upcoming blitz periods. Twyla passed out a CD with information or the blitz period, which included press releases, videos, PSA and information that agencies can use for media for the blitz period. She also touched on completion of the Blitz forms and that they were to be completed by the end of the blitz and turned into the LEL office. 
Robert Hancock gave the next report on 2011 Rankings for Mississippi Counties. Talked about the importance of data collection and that all citations collected need to be turned into their departments. Robert gave out information and statistical information on Click It or Ticket campaign. There were over 1,230 DUI’s, 1,400 Child Restraints, over 12,000 seatbelt citations, 10,741 speeding, 630 reckless driving citations and much more. 
Dr. Laura Meyers from Mississippi State gave a short mention that the E-Citation program from Mississippi State has finished up the implementation process for MHP and will begin working with local agencies to get them online into the state-wide database.
Twyla Jennings from MOHS and David Parrish from Mississippi State gave a presentation on the Seatbelt Usage Rate Survey numbers that have recently come in from the CIOT program. Last year the usage rate was 81.8%; it is looking like for this year we will be at 83.2%. Twyla talked about the adjustment to the survey per NHTSA guidelines for the next years grant will change and the selection process for the counties being surveyed will change from populated areas, to areas with the most fatalities.  This will change our numbers for the next year, with the possibility of having a decrease in usage rate for FY13.
Jackie Ledger from EUDL programs with Justice Program talked about the EUDL grant and funding for the FY13 year. Funding will end for EUDL in May of 2013. Existing projects will continue to be funded, but no new grants will be funded for this year. She will still be participating in activities such as training, health and safety fairs on underage drinking. There will be a Webinar on September 20 from 3:00-4:00 Eastern time on underage drinking. For more information, please contact Jackie at 601-977-3754.
Announcements: Beth Loflin from MOHS presented some upcoming dates of events for MOHS and asked for participation from the MAHSL group.
· August 20: NHTSA Administrator, David Strickland will be in Mississippi to host a press conference on Heat Stroke-Hyperthermia and Kids left in Cars. A handout was given out with the dates, locations and additional information about the event.

Gave out a registration form to get and send back into Robin Layton with OHS on registering to get a tool kit. Kit is full of resources of videos, PSA and other special tools for students to use for homecoming to help with MOHS topics, such as drinking and driving, texting, seatbelt usage and more.
