COMMITTEE REPORTS			
· Law Enforcement Committee – Damon McDaniel, gave report on upcoming Labor Day Impaired Driving Blitz, upcoming training schedule through the MS LEL Office and mentioned the Drug Recognition Expert (DRE) class being held on the MS Gulf Cost beginning August 19th.  STARS Conference September 24th – 26th, 2013 in Olive Branch at Whispering Woods Conference Center.
Robert Hancock, Traffic Records Coordinator for MOHS, reported on the CIOT Blitz campaign citation and crash data.  There were 28 vehicle crash fatalities in the month of May with 18 during the national 2 week Click It or Ticket blitz period which is down from previous year.

· PI&E – Chair, Lewis Husband, passed the floor over to Bryan Farrell, MSU SSRC who discussed information and registration for the upcoming STARS Conference located on the public safety data lab website psdl.ssrc.msstate.edu.  Also MAHSL link is available as well and encouraged all members to go to the website and verify your information is correct.  You can download committee member list by using passing “MAHSL2013”.
Joel Yelverton – Yelverton Consulting – MS Railroad Association spoke about crash data involving motor vehicle and train which shows most occur due to MV trying to beat the train at RR crossing.  Encouraged all law enforcement to observe railroad crossings in their jurisdictions and stop violators.  Operation Life Savers – train traveling 20mph takes 1 mile to stop completely.  Recognition will be given to officer(s) who wrote most Railroad Crossing citations at the upcoming STARS Conference and recipient will receive Bass Pro Gift Card. 
· Alcohol/Drug Countermeasures Chair, Rod Thurman, Dream 601-933-9186 spoke about Red Ribbon week in October which is National Substance Abuse Prevention Month, distributed Dateline Dream news magazine to members. Impaired Driving Town Hall meeting – Law Enforcement and others, September 25th in Raymond. 
Data and Evaluation Chair, Robert Hancock, eCite program is developing MOU- if agency wants to participate see Rusty Miley, MSU who is over eCite to complete participation form.  Training being completed with MHP & court clerks on DUI Tracking to include citation to conviction.  For more info call Rusty Miley, MSU at 662-809-5554.  MASEP recidivism rate for DUIs is being analyzed.  eCite will allow citation to be viewed immediately and status updated within 7 days.  
Ron Sennett, TR Consultant, mentioned conviction rate and how eCite will impact the issues currently faced by allowing tracking of DUI from citation to conviction.  OHS reported the state traffic fatalities and discussed the differences in the fatalities and fatal crashes.  Down to 582 for 2012 compared to 630 for 2011.   He also talked about e-site program & equipment needed to implement it.  
Robert Hancock spoke about the Traffic Records Assessment being completed and the results would be available by the next meeting.  He stated record systems may be revised as well as Traffic Records Coordinating Committee will be redesigned etc. based on the results of the assessment.  Asked everyone to sign up to be on the TRCC and participate in restructuring process.
