COMMITTEE REPORTS

· Law Enforcement Committee - Mark Sandridge gave a tentative date of October 1st-3rd for a SFST class in Pearl but also said that the dates may change.  He also spoke of the Stars Symposium in Olive Branch MS, from September 24, 2013 to September 26, 2013.
· Legislative Committee – Molly Miller encouraged everyone to speak to their State Senators or Representatives about the Ignition Interlock Bill that goes into effect and will be brought back up on July 1, 2014.
· Occupant Protection – Mike Hughes 601-815-6212, said they will be at the Stars Symposium for questions.  Last Thursday was a National Child Passenger cert course.  Approved Law Enforcement Officers will be awarded 30 CEU’s.  Upcoming classes will be in Batesville, Yazoo City and Jackson.  As of now there are around 270 Technicians certified statewide.
Elizabeth Foster spoke of Child Passenger Safety Week from 9-16-2013 to 9-20-2013.  She also said that there will be a Check Point on 9-21-2013 from 12 pm to 2 pm outside Women’s Hospital at UMC.
