Date and Evaluation:


Robert Hancock - Labor Day Blitz period for this year, 2 weeks from 8-15-13 to 9-2-13. 1,253 DUIs, 3,049 seatbelt tickets, 619 child restraint violations, 6,165 no insurance tickets, 10,769 speeding tickets, 375 FTAs and 489 check points conducted.  During the Labor Day there were 26 fatalities this year.  There were 34 fatalities last year during the period.  For August of this year there were 45 fatalities reported and for September there were 41 fatalities reported.  Click It or Ticket reduced from 83.3% to 74%.  Seatbelt tickets went down from 13,000 to 9,000.  At end of September, Fatalities are at 390 vs 422 from last year at the same point and looking at about the same average from last year.  Still need more enforcement and education.  After MAHSL meeting, Alcohol Sub Committee meeting 28pg survey where we stared on all aspects of Alcohol in Mississippi.


Fatalities crashes involving alcohol impaired driving where brac was .08 or higher:  


2008 - 251, 35.4%.  2009 - 233, 33.3%, 2010 - 174, 27.1%, 2011 - 149, 23.6%, 2012 - 139, 23.8%. 


Serious injuries because of alcohol:


2008 - 680, 2009 - 627, 2010 - 675, 2011 - 573, 2012 – 536
