Passed senate and transmitted to house. Molly stated revising drugs to Schedule 1 drugs, HB7, HB50, and HB1231 still alive, SB2745 revise to exclude CBD oil from schedule 1 drugs, passed senate on to house. HB34 Drug Task Force, bill not dead, just no movement. Bills dealing with alcohol beverages HB801, HB836, SB2105, and SB2554 are still alive.SB2182 dealing with headlights in the rain, HB222 dealing with who can be a judge is still alive. Mayor or Mayor pro-team cannot be a judge.





Most CDL bills are dead, SB2295 still alive.
