Law Enforcement


Mark Sandridge opened the floor to everyone for anything that has not been discussed. Mark also stated there will be a SFST class in Hattiesburg on January 21st – 23rd and in Greenville on January 29th – 30th. There will be a SFST Instructor class in Vicksburg on February 17th – 21st.








Legislative


Molly Miller stated the deadline for bills is Monday, January 21, 2014. Molly went over several bills that had already been posted.


SB2110 - DUI Bill, Increase penalty for 4th and 5th


HB182 – Repel 63-11-21, 63-11-23 and 63-11-25 if one refused intoxilyzer can’t be used as evidence.


HB168 – Amends 63-11-23, 63-11-23 and 63-11-25 on a refusal it will take away the suspension while they appeal.


HB162 – Amends 63-11-5 and 63-11-23 if they refuse and then plead guilty the driver license suspension would be set aside. 


HB20 – Amends the seatbelt fine to go up.


SB2004 – Texting bill 63-32-1217 will prohibit texting while driving.


HB7 – Revise hallucinogen section, amends to add additional substances to schedule 1.


HB50 – Adding 41-29-113 add substances.


SB2005 – 41-29-113 will add 9 chemical drugs to hallucinogens.


HB34 – Provide funding to drug task force.


SB2181 – Radar bill to change radar with city officers about population and can be used by any sheriff’s department.

DATA


Robert Hancock stated we need to step up enforcement during Super Bowl weekend. There were 582 fatalities in 2012, 589 fatalities for 2013 confirmed with 20 more cases to look at vehicle related. Stated there may be some out there that we don’t know about. Talked about checking on crashes that were life threatening. In October of 2013 there were 71 fatalities and was possibly the highest in six years. Robert stated to everyone to please submit the DUI Blitz form for campaign if you have not done so.














Special Guest:


Cpt. Don McCain/MHP spoke on motor vehicle crashes are the leading cause of death for teens. Internet classes have been popping up across the country. If we allow the classes we don’t know what they are learning. They know the law, it’s their behavior that needs to be changed. Cpt. McCain also stated that SB2055Teen Driver bill to specify that minor drivers must go to a classroom type driving class (dummy school). Judges can assign them to the course. OHS Update


Shirley Thomas /MOHS Director want to thank the technical team that is helping us with our grant writing sessions. We want to make we do everything we can to assist you with the grant application.
