HB 20:  Seat belt laws; revise penalties for violations of.
•             Sponsored by Republican Representative Tommy Taylor (28) of Bolivar, Sunflower, Washington Counties.  He is a retired law enforcement officer and correctional administrator.  He is a member of the following committees:  Agriculture, Corrections, County Affairs, Judiciary B, Judiciary En Banc, Military Affairs, Universities and Colleges.
•             This bill is an act to amend 63-2-7 to provide that violations of the mandatory seat belt law are punishable by a fine of not less than $100.00 not more than $500.00 for second and subsequent convictions.  Further, the maximum fine that may be imposed against the operator of a vehicle for a violation, or for a violation of one or more passengers upon second or subsequent conviction shall be $500.00 in the aggregate.  Also amends the previous language to specify the $25.00 fine is punishment for first offenses only.

HB 1114:  Seat belts; require for all passengers of a motor vehicle.
•             Sponsored by Democratic Representative Sonya Williams-Barnes (119) of Harrison County.  She is a funeral director.  She is a member of the following committees:  Conservation and Water Resources, Gaming, Marine Resources, Ports, Harbors and Airports, Public Health and Human Services, Tourism.
•             This bill is an act to amend 63-2-1 requires all passengers in a motor vehicle to wear a seat belt while the motor vehicle is in operation.
